Attaching and Removing the Tapping Chuck

For the MT Shank

1. Clean the tapping chuck shank and inner diameter of the spin-
dle using a rag.

If dust or oil remains on the tapping chuck shank or the inner diameter
of the spindle, the tapping chuck may turn free or may be unfastened.

2. Align the tongue and insert the tapping chuck into the taper
hole.

0 Check that the tapping chuck is inserted securely.

3. Use a cotter to remove the tapping chuck.

For the Tr Shank

1. Clean the tapping chuck shank and inner diameter of the spin-
dle using a rag.

If dust or oil remains on the tapping chuck shank or the inner diameter
of the spindle, the tapping chuck may turn free or may be unfastened.

2. Align the tapping chuck key with the spindle key groove, and
insert the tapping chuck.

3. Use a hexagonal wrench to loosen the adjusting nut fixing screw.
4. Set the protrusion length by turning the adjusting nut.
5. Use a hexagonal wrench to tighten the adjusting nut fixing

6. Use a hexagonal wrench to tighten the spindle lock screw.

Check that there is no gap between the end of the spindle and the
end of the adjusting nut.

7. To remove the tapping chuck, use a hexagonal wrench to
loosen the spindle lock screw, then remove the tapping chuck.

Attaching and Removing the Tap Adapter

Before attaching the tap adapter, use a rag to clean the mounting
section. If dust or oil remains on the mounting section, the tap
adapter may turn free or be unfastened.

o For WFLK - J, tap adapters equipped with safe torque device
(WES - B, WESN - B) cannot be used.

Case Notches of tapping chuck Case

With retract function

@ When the tap adapter size is 0, 1, or 2.

1. Fit the projections of the tap adapter to the notches of the
tapping chuck and firmly insert the tap adapter.

2. To remove the tap adapter, push down firmly on the case
while removing the tap adapter.

@ When the tap adapter size is 3 or 4.

1. Pull the case beyond the stretch amount, fit the projections of
the tap adapter to the notches of the tapping chuck, and firmly
insert the tap adapter.

2. To remove the tap adapter, pull the case beyond its stretch
amount and then remove the tap adapter.
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Without retract function

@ When the tap adapter size is 0, 1, or 2.

1. Pull the case beyond the stretch amount, fit the projections of
the tap adapter to the notches of the tapping chuck, and firmly
insert the tap adapter.

2. To remove the tap adapter, pull the case beyond its stretch
amount and then remove the tap adapter.

@ When the tap adapter size is 3 or 4.

1. Pull the case beyond the stretch amount, fit the projections of
the tap adapter to the notches of the tapping chuck, and firmly
insert the tap adapter.

2. To remove the tap adapter, pull the case beyond its stretch
amount and then remove the tap adapter.

Machining Method

* Use regardless of the machine feeding mechanism.
If pitch feed is not used, use the extendable type and perform machining on the extended end.

« If pre-drilled hole and tap center are not aligned, use WFLP.
