Attaching and Removing the Tap

Synchro tap holder type STP can be engaged with tap
adapters type STC, WE and WEN-B.

o Other tap adapters cannot be used.

Tap adapter type STC
1. Remove the nut from the tap adapter.

2. Use a waste cloth to clean the cutting tool shank and
inner diameter of a collet.

If dust or oil remains on the attachment portion of the syn-
chro tap holder, the tool may turn free or may be unfastened.

Do not touch tools with bare hands. When handling the
tool, use a waste cloth or wear gloves.

3. Fit the square end of the tool shank to the square hole
of the preset driver, and insert the tool into the collet.

Check that the square end of the tool shank fits securely
into the square hole of the preset driver, and that the tool
does not turn.

Do not touch your tools with bare hands. When handling
the tool, use a waste cloth or wear gloves.

4. Push in the hexagon wrench (commercially available)
from behind the tap adapter (type STC) and rotate for
length adjustment.

+ Turn right to extend the projected length of tap.
* Turn left to shorten the projected length of tap.

Simple Setter type SPK-STC will be convenient for
easy length adjustment.
Do not touch tools with bare hands. When handling the
tool, use a waste cloth or wear gloves.

5. Tighten the nut with NT's special spanner (sold sepa-
rately). (See the Standard Tightening Torque Chart.)

Standard Tightening Torque Chart

Tap adapter Special spanner Standard Tightening

In case a conventional spanner is used, nut, collet or syn-
chro tap holder may be damaged.

6. Remove your tap by following this procedure reversely.

Tap adapter type WE and WEN-B

1. Use a waste cloth to clean the cutting tool shank.

If dust or oil remains on the attachment portion of the syn-
chro tap holder, the tool may turn free or may be unfastened.

Do not touch tools with bare hands. When handling the
tool, use a waste cloth or wear gloves.

2. Fit the square end of the tool shank to the square hole
of the tap adapter and insert the tool until it reaches
the bottom.

Do not touch tools with bare hands. When handling the
tool, use a waste cloth or wear gloves.

Check that the square end of the tool shank fits securely
into the square hole of the tap adapter, and that the tool
does not turn.

0 Check if the tool is securely locked by pulling it.
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3. Type WEN-B has a length adjustment function. Push in
the hexagon wrench (commercially available) from be-
hind the tap adapter and rotate for length adjustment.

Simple Setter type SPW will be convenient for easy length
adjustment.

o Tap adapter type WE has no length adjustment.

Attaching and Removing the Tap adapter

1. Firmly fix synchro tap holder to NT simple setter or a
fixing jig.

2. Use a waste cloth to clean the tap adapter and inner
diameter of the synchro tap holder.

If dust or oil remains on the tap adapter or the mounting sec-

tion, the tap adapter may turn free or may be unfastened.

3. Pressing down the operation sleeve by hand, insert
the tap adapter into the concave part of the synchro
tap holder. Then, release the hand from the operation
sleeve.

o Check that the tap adapter is securely locked.

Take care not to pinch your finger(s) between the tap
adapter and the synchro tap holder.

4. Remove your tap adapter by following this procedure
reversely.

In case of center-through coolant flow, be sure to use
type STC tap adapter.
